Roméo Savoie was born in Moncton, New Brunswick, in 1928. He holds a BA from College Saint-Joseph in Memramcook 

(1950), a degree in Architecture from the École des beaux-arts de Montréal (1956) and a Master’s Degree in Plastic Arts 

from UQAM (1988). Since 1971, Savoie has had more than 30 solo exhibitions, including a retrospective at the Beaverbrook 

Art Gallery in the spring of 2006 organized in partnership with Galerie d’art Louise-et-Reuben-Cohen. Savoie’s work is held 

in the collections of the Musée d’art contemporain de Montréal, the Musée national des beaux-arts de Québec, the Canadian 

Cultural Centre in Paris, the Université de Moncton, the University of New Brunswick and many private collections.
